	Monday
	Look around your house for 3 things that that can hold a liquid (this is called capacity) e.g. a plastic cup, an empty milk container, a plastic squash bottle. Now estimate by looking at them. Which one would hold the least amount of water?  Which one would hold the most? Order the three containers from least amount to greatest amount of water. 
(keep your containers for Tuesday)
Use the words least, greatest, more than, less than e.g. The milk container holds the greatest amount. It holds more than the plastic cup.  Now complete the sheet below.

	Tuesday
	Now enjoy measuring capacity. This activity would be best done outside or somewhere that doesn’t matter if it gets wet!  Measure the capacity of your containers using a smaller container e.g. an egg cup, a bottle top, a small yogurt pot. Do this by filling up your smaller container carefully to the top, then tip into the bigger container, taking care not to spill any! Do this as many times as you need to until the bigger container is full. How many units e.g. cups, did it take to fill the larger container? Do this for all 3 containers. Was your ordering on Monday correct? You may like to record what you have found out e.g the bottle was 6 yogurt pots

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	Wednesday
	Capacity can be measured more accurately by using standard units of measurement called litres (l) and millilitres (ml). Look at some containers around the house and read what it says on the front e.g. milk 2 litres.

If you have a litre jug in your kitchen ask a grown up to help you use it to measure some bigger containers e.g. a bucket. Be careful litre jugs are sometimes made of glass.
