	Maths
	Monday
	Look round your house or garden for containers which would hold a liquid. Collect 3 different size containers. The amount each container can hold is called its capacity. 

We can measure accurately by using standard units of measurement called litres (l) and millilitres (ml). Look at some containers around the house and read what it says on the front e.g. milk 2 litres.

If you have a litre jug in your kitchen ask a grown up to help you use it to measure some bigger containers e.g. a bucket. Be careful litre jugs are sometimes made of glass. 

This activity would be best done outside or somewhere that doesn’t matter if it gets wet!
Additional challenge: remember this fact- there are 1000ml in a litre.

	This activity would be best done outside or somewhere that doesn’t matter if it gets wet!

Look again at a litre jug if you have one. Notice that the smaller marks are millilitres.  Find some smaller containers e.g. a cup, a yoghurt pot, a small bucket. Now fill them to the top with water. Next tip them carefully into the litre jug. Stand the jug on a level surface and read the scale to show the amount. It may be easier to read to the nearest 100ml.

Additional challenge: read the measurement exactly by working out the scale.
