	Maths
	Monday
	This week we will be recapping subtraction.  We will be exploring different ways and then in future you can choose the way which suits you best.
Remember there are some top tips for subtraction:
· The biggest number must be first.

· The answer will always be smaller than the number you started with.

· You can use what you know about place value and number facts to help you.

· You can check an answer by adding. 

Today use a 100 square (see below). Try  
23  - 5 =

Remember put your finger on the first number then count back carefully but don’t count the number you started on!

Now try 

57  -   12 =

Try using a shortcut.
For 57 – 12 first break the second number into 1 ten and 2 ones. Then subtract 1 ten by moving up a square and then subtract 2 ones by moving across to squares to the left. Do the worksheet below.
Additional challenge: work out the sums mentally.

	Today we will subtract using an empty number line.
First try 45  -  12  =
Look at the number you are subtracting i.e. 12. 12 can be subtracted by partitioning into 
1 ten and 2 ones.

Now try the sums below using an empty number line.
Additional challenge: try subtracting hundreds. 

	
	Wednesday
	Today we will be subtracting by partitioning using what you know about tens and ones.
For example: 

  57  -   14  =                

50  7       10  4                                first break the numbers into tens and ones

50   -    10  = 40                then subtract the tens 

   7   -     4   = 3                 next subtract the ones

 40   +     3   =   43                 next add the tens and ones answers 

Try the worksheet below.
Additional challenge: estimate your answer first by rounding to the nearest ten.

e.g.  57      nearest ten   is   60
       14       nearest ten    is  10

       60 - 10 = 50   so the answer should be around 50 

Remember numbers ending in 1,2,3,4 round to the ten below.  Numbers ending in 5,6,7,8,or 9  round to the next ten. 


	
	Thursday
	Today we will be using what we know about subtraction to work out missing number problems. 

When we see a sum e.g.  26  -       =  20 we don’t subtract 26 -20 and put the answer in the box! We have to work out what the number is by counting back.

Start at 26. Count back until you get to 20 and then stop. How many did you count back?    6. So the missing number is 6? Use your hundred square to help you or work out mentally by subtracting the ones and then the tens.
Additional challenge: Can you check your answer by adding?

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Pass the Peas, Please


This is a game for two or more players.


You will need:


A plastic cup


Some dried peas or counters (two for each player)


A game board


Paper and a pencil each for calculating and recording scores


To play:�Each player needs a copy of the game board below


All players begin by writing 50 on their score sheets.�The first player puts two dried peas into a plastic cup.�They toss the peas onto the game board, and add the two numbers that the peas land on.�They then take this sum away from 50 and write down the answer on their score sheet.�The next player takes a turn.�After the first turn, the players start with the new number written on their score sheet and take the sum of the numbers away from that, rather than from 50.


To win: The first player to reach zero wins.��What if...?�Once you've played a few times, try changing the game!�Can you change the number of peas?�Can you change the starting number?�What could you do with the two numbers instead of adding them?�How could you change the board?��
