	Maths
	Monday
	This week we will be recapping addition.  We will be exploring different ways and then you can choose the way which suits you best.
First watch https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zwv39j6/articles/z8hyfrd
Try the first activity.
Addition can also be called plus, adding, more than.

When 2 numbers are added the answer always gets BIGGER! Always check your answer to make sure it is!

Today we will add using a 100 square (see below). Try 
14  +  5 =

Remember put your finger on the first number then count on carefully but don’t count the number you started on!

Now try 

29  +  8 =

Remember to start a new line as you count past 29.

Now try 

25  +  12 =

Remember to count carefully as the second number gets bigger. 
Now try the sums below using a 100 square, they start easy and get harder!  Do the black ones.
Additional challenge: Use what you know about 10 more and 1 more from last week to add using a shortcut.
So for 25 + 12 first break the number into 1 ten and 2 ones. Then add 1 ten by moving down a square and 2 then add 2 ones by moving across to squares to the right. Do the purple and red sums. 

	
	Tuesday
	Today we will add using an empty number line.
We will try 

23  + 6  =
First draw a line across a piece of paper. Look at the number you are adding on i.e.6. This is 6 ones(no tens)
At the left hand side write 23. Then make 6 jumps to represent the 6 ones and label as below.

Write some sums of your own. Remember don’t go above 100!  
Additional challenge: check your addition sums by subtracting  e.g  if 15   + 3  = 18       18   -   3   =  15  


	
	Thursday
	Today we will be using what we know about addition to work out missing number problems. 

When we see a sum e.g. 6  +       =  10 we don’t add 6 + 10 and put the answer in the box! We have to work out what the number is by counting on.

Start at 6. Count on until you get to 10 and then stop. How many did you count on?  4. So the missing number is 4? Use your hundred square to help you.
Additional challenge: Can you work out the missing number mentally using what you know about numbers?

Ask a grown up to help you spot where the capital letters and full stops should be.
