· Know your x2 table by heart!
· X 2 is the same as doubling
· Remember x2 table answers will always end in 0, 2, 4, 6,8
· It can be done in any order i.e 3 x 2 = 6    2 x 3 = 6
· It can be checked by dividing e.g. 3 x 2 = 6   6 ÷ 2 = 3
